In the text, a “competent paralegal” is defined as “a paralegal who has and applies the relevant skills, attributes, and values appropriate to each matter undertaken on a client’s behalf (Rule 3.01(4)).”

However, the current version of the Paralegal Rules of Conduct defines competency in the following terms (see Rule 3.01(4)): “… a competent paralegal is one who has and applies the relevant knowledge, skills, and attributes appropriate to each matter undertaken on behalf of a client.”
